It
should be noted that this universally
recognized certificate is considered as
an evidence that its holder is familiar
with the skills necessary for managing
projects.

The participants will be introduced
to the five stages of professional
management of projects including start-
up, planning and designing, production
and execution, monitoring and control,
completion and hand over. This is in
addition to the triangle of managing
professional projects, they are: scope,
time, and cost.

Speaking on this occasion, the Director
of BSE Training Centre, Engineer
Sameeh Al-Alawi said: “This course
develops the capabilities of participants
to complete projects successfully as
per the set timetable and budget.

Therefore, who comes to seek PMP
certification, is aiming to achieve
advanced and international skills in
managing projects including directors
of projects, whether engineers,
directors, or members of projects
teams from different specializations
such as maintenance, operation,
quality control,, information technology
and accounting’
